Hudson Athlete Fund Criteria

1. Applicants must be members in good standing with Hudson Judo Yudanshakai.

2. To qualify for funding the applicant must have been a member of Hudson Judo for at least one year prior to applying for funding.

3. Payment of back dues does not backdate the applicant’s membership for funding purposes.  The date the membership is brought up to date becomes the current membership date for eligibility.
4. Funding will be considered for Competitor’s, ages 13 and above. However, in certain circumstances, consideration may be given to Athletes younger than 13.   

5. Applicants are expected to attend some of the Hudson Workouts.

6. Hudson Athletes can apply for funding on an as needed basis.
7. Athletes funding must be used for Travel and/or Training expenses. 

8. Parents of Hudson Junior Athletes may apply for funding for their Athlete’s Travel and Training Expenses.

9. Hudson Referee’s may also apply for funding for travel to National or International Events, as well as Travel to National or International Testing Sites.

10.   All senior applicants for funding must have a current, completed USJF Background Check.

11.  All applications for funding will be fully reviewed by the Funding Committee.

12.  Funds will be dispersed only after the committee has fully reviewed and approved all applications for funding.
13.   Amount of Funds dispersed to Athlete’s will be determined by the Funding Committee.
14.  Generally applicants must apply at least one month before they need funding.

15.  This program is totally separate from current and or future Hudson Judo funding programs.  This program will also have no influence on any additional Hudson Funding Program.
